Purpose/Goal of Small World
Small World is a financially self-supporting ministry of Wickline United Methodist 

Church.  Through planned learning experiences, we shall endeavor to reflect to 

each child the reality and nearness of God in everyday life situations and in the 

world around us.

Through the use of educational tools and materials, your child will be guided in 

creative experiences which are meant to enlighten and enrich his/her outlook on life and also emphasize the child as a family member.

Every experience a child has influences his attitude toward life.  This is especially 

true during the first three years.  Toys are a child’s first tool for learning.  Great care is taken in the selection of toys, stories, poems, and other materials.

ENROLLMENT
A nonrefundable $25.00 enrollment fee per child is due at the time of enrollment.  

Wickline United Methodist Church members may enroll two weeks prior to open 

enrollment.  Wickline church members will be placed first on waiting lists with the 

following exceptions:  a child currently enrolled and on waiting list for additional 

days; current Small World teacher’s children; other church members; children 
with other siblings currently enrolled.  

Open enrollment is on a first-come, first-served basis.  Enrollment for the Fall/Spring school-year begins the last week of April and all interested in attending must pre-enroll for the coming year.  Enrollment is limited and will be closed in a particular class when the room capacity is reached.  This is necessary in order to maintain a workable teacher/child ratio and to provide the highest quality learning experience.

DROP-IN’S
Drop-ins are for students currently enrolled in our program and only accepted with prior notification and if there are any vacancies in the desired area.  Prompt arrival, regular attendance, and promptness in calling for the child are important.

Activities

In the fall and spring, all of our classes will take part in an Open House.  The rooms will be open for everyone to tour and the 2, 3 and 4 year-old classes will present a short program.

Small World uses the WEE Learn Curriculum Guides and Teaching Pictures.  WEE Learn provides a range of age-appropriate activities designed to lay a foundation for understanding God, Jesus, Bible, church, self, family, others, and the natural world.  These guides support learning centers, group activities, home activities, and parent letters for effective communication.

Small World provides rest 



mats.  If your child rests with a special blanket or soft stuffed 




animal, please label and send with him/her.

Three’s

Lunch and drink, complete change of clothes, including underwear 



and socks.  Children must be completely potty-trained; no pull-



ups or diapers.  Show & tell item.  Small World provides rest mats.  


If your child rests with a special blanket or soft stuffed animal, 



please label and send with him/her.  
PreK


Lunch and drink, complete change of clothes, including underwear 



and socks, show & tell item.  This class does not have a scheduled 



naptime.

Policies

Small World is a full day program.  If you choose to bring your child for only half a day, we must charge you the full day rate as you are taking a space that would be filled otherwise. At the beginning of the year, if your child is having difficulty adjusting, we might suggest that you only leave him/her half a day.  
If that happens, you will only be charged half price until your child is ready to stay the full day.

Payment
At the beginning of each month, your account will be charged for the total number of days your child is enrolled for that month.  You will receive a monthly statement the first school day of each month.  Tuition is due in full at the beginning of each month.  Please put your child’s name and class on your check for your records as well as ours. 

Outstanding
Any account accruing an outstanding balance of $50.00 or higher

Balances
will cause your child to be removed from the program until such time as the outstanding balance is paid in full and the account is current.

Returned
Checks returned by the bank for non-payment will be run back

through only one additional time for payment.  After payment is

collected, tuition must be paid by cash, certified check or money order.

Late Fee

Please be prompt in picking up your children by 2:30.  The teachers 




have other classroom responsibilities at the end of each school day 




and use this time to clean and sanitize the toys and equipment and 




prepare for the next school day.  A $2.00 per 5 minutes late fee will 




be added to your account after 2:30 p.m.  If pick up is 30 minutes or 


more past 2:30 p.m. (3:00 p.m. or later), your account will be 

charged $5.00 for each 5 minutes after 3:00 p.m.
Absences
We realize that children do become ill, and for this, we are sorry.  However, it becomes hard on our budget if we allow you to receive credit due to illness or vacation.  Our daily expenses remain the same whether your child is present or not.  Therefore, you will be charged the number of days your child is enrolled regardless of their attendance.  If Small World closes on a normally scheduled school day due to bad weather, your account will be credited the day(s) your child missed due to Small World being closed.
Child Abuse

Small World follows the guidelines of the 1974 Child Abuse 




Statement Prevention and Treatment Act for reporting suspected 



child abuse and neglect.  Investigation is the responsibility of the 



Department of Human Services (DHS).  Teacher’s responsibility is 



only to report suspicious marks or behavior observed to DHS.
Immunizations
All students attending Small world are required to be current on 



childhood immunizations according to the guidelines set by the 



Oklahoma Department of Health.  Medical exceptions, along with a 



physician’s statement, may be presented to the Small World 




Advisory Board for consideration.

Illness


Please check your children before you leave your home to see that 



they have normal temperature (below 100) and no skin rash or 



irritations.  Please do not bring children if they have fever, diarrhea, 



vomiting or are heavily congested.   A child must be completely free 


of illness, without the aid of any medicine, for a full 24 hours before 



being brought back into the program.   If your child is sent home 



from school due to any of the above, they MAY NOT return to 



school the next day without a doctor’s statement.  
 
Rest Mats

Small World provides rest mats for our students.  The mats are 



disinfected after each use.  

Show & Tell

3 and 4 year old children are encouraged to bring interesting items 



to share at show & tell time.  These items should not be valuable or 


fragile.   Please have items labeled.

Weather

In the event of bad weather, Small World will close at the discretion 



of the Director.  If Mid-Del Public Schools close due to bad weather, 


Small World will also close.  Watch your local news station to see if 



Mid-Del Public Schools close.  Once in a while Small World will 



close when Mid-Del Public Schools do not.   If Small World closes 



and Mid-Del Public Schools do not, you will be called by your 



child’s teacher.
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
